Dear Parents and/or Guardians of Altar Servers:

Your sons and daughters are ministers!!!  A minister is someone who serves.  It is their responsibility to serve the ministers of the altar:  the priest, bishop, and deacon.  They do this by assisting with the books and sacred vessels for liturgy.  Sometimes they are the Cross Bearer or the Candle Bearers, which means that they bear Jesus and His light to those gathered together in the church.

In this ministry they serve as an example and as an inspiration to others.  Another name for an Altar Server is an Acolyte.  An Acolyte is someone who follows.  They will actively and attentively follow the priest and what is taking place during the Mass.  They must be ready to assist whenever they are needed.  They are also a follower of Jesus Christ, which means that their actions, dress, and behavior must be reverent and appropriate while serving.

DRESS CODE
Appropriate Dress When Serving

· Dress Shoes or Casual Dress Shoes (Black/Brown preferable---NO Tennis Shoes).

· Dress Pants, Slacks, or Dockers.
· Dress Shirts, Blouses, or Sport Shirts with a collar.

Any dress, other than the above code, would be inappropriate.

This code will help us set an example and maintain reverence in our service.

We look to you parents and guardians of our wonderful Servers, to help instill an understanding of their service and to impress upon them how important their actions, dress, and behavior must be when serving Jesus Christ and his Church.
